Introduce yourself and answer this: What was your favorite part of Halloween this year?

RECAP & DISCUSSION

In this week’s message, Pastor Chris talked about Andrew, Peter’s brother, and how he was
confident in who God called him to be even though he was not as well known, he was not envious
of his brother’s big moments.

Though he held the title of “Simon Peter’s brother,” he wasn’t envious of his brother because he
was confident in who he was and who God made him to be. What can we learn from Andrew?

Discussion: In what ways can you be more intentional with noticing the small details and bringing
those around you closer to Jesus?
