2. through Words

You have, through your words, the opportunity to lift others up and
encourage them to greater faith. Each occasion you experience has its
own peculiar need for edifying words.

And Judas and Silas, who were themselves prophets, encouraged and
strengthened the brothers with many words. ~ Acts 15:32

3. of Grace

Do you consider your life to be the means by which other can come in
contact with the grace of Christ? Christians are to use their words to
bring a sense of God’s grace to those who listen.

And all spoke well of him and marveled at the gracious words that were
coming from his mouth. And they said, “Is not this Joseph's son?” ~ Luke
4:22
