Selected Scriptures
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1. an Emotional State

Loneliness is a state of mind. It is an emotion that needs to be brought
under control within each of us, in order to align with God’s instruction.

Psalm 22:1 ~ My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? Why are you so
far from saving me, from the words of my groaning?

2. a Physical State

Isolation often happens when we let exhaustion or fear take over. If you
are isolating, consider God’s warning and take that opportunity to rethink
your options.

Proverbs 18:1 ~ Whoever isolates himself seeks his own desire; he breaks out
against all sound judgment.

3. a Godly State

If you are experiencing loneliness, keeping it as a part of your prayer life
will help you to connect with God and others, and move toward Godly
solitude.

Psalm 68:6 ~ God settles the solitary in a home; he leads out the prisoners to
prosperity, but the rebellious dwell in a parched land.
