“Be A Servant”

“I Will Put Others First And Think Of Me Last!”

“...Those who are the greatest among you should take the lowest rank, 
and the leader should be like a servant.” - Luke 22:26

SAY:
Have you ever heard of “Backwards Day” or “Opposite Day” - maybe 
at school or church?  Everyone wears their clothes backwards - and 
they may even do activities backwards, like walking and talking.  
This can be a lot of fun, but for followers of Jesus, doing things 
backwards or opposite from the way the world does things is 
actually the  right way!

In this world, people say that if you want to be the best or the 
greatest, you have to put yourself first and prove that you’re the 
best to everyone around!  It’s the opposite of what Jesus says!  Let’s 
look at what Jesus taught his disciples about this...

READ:
John 13:1-17

DISCUSS:
- What were Jesus and His disciples doing?
- What did Jesus begin to do after they ate?
- Who told Jesus He could never wash his feet?
- Did Peter eventually let Jesus wash his feet?
- What was Jesus teaching his disciples when he washed their feet?

SAY:
Jesus says in order to become greater, you must follow his example 
and be a humble servant of others.  If we really put God first in our 
lives, we have to put others first too!  God takes care of us and makes 
us greater when we live by the rule - others first, me last!

PRAY:
Pray for your childrent to humble themselves before the Lord and 
that God would help them to serve others with a humble heart!
