4. What did these disciples do? Who arrived first?  

5. In what way were the disciples still confused in verse 9? (Think: 

Why were they confused?)  

6. Where did they go from there?  

7. What did Mary see in the tomb, and where was it?  

8. What question did they ask Mary, and how did she answer?  

9. Whom did she see next, and what did He ask her?  

10. Who did she think it was, and what did she say? (Think: Why 

might she not have recognized Him?)  

11. What did He say next, and how did she indicate that she 

recognized Him then?  

12. What did Jesus tell Mary not to do and why? (Think: What did 

this mean?)  

13. Bruce mentioned the 3 C’s: Celebration, Connect, and 

Contribute. Which one is your strength, and which one is your 

weakness? How is LOCAL doing in terms of strengths and 

weaknesses?
