a. Learn to love.

3.  How can we act in love? (Love defined as a rugged commitment to be with people, to be for people, and to 

grow together in Christlikeness). 
 
 
 
4.  Discuss some practical ways your small group can act in love.  (Ways you can unify and love people not in 

your group). 
 
 
 
APPLICATION 
Think about some ways you can act in love.  How is God wanting you to express his love?  Also, spend some 
time asking God to lead you into how he is going to prepare you for the harvest that is coming.
