MESSAGE INTRODUCTION 
This week is Vision Sunday at New Wine Church and 
while we appreciate where we came from and all the 
awesome things God has done for us, our vision is for New 
Wine Church to be a place where the presence of God dwells.  A place where God is at the center of things and 
we are led from glory to glory.   
 
DISCUSSION QUESTIONS (35-45 min) 
1.  Last week you were asked to have God show you areas in your life which required repentance and 
acceptance of His grace.  Was there anything God showed you?  Please share. 
 
 
 
2.  What is something that jumped out at you from this week’s message? 
 
 
 
3.  A place where God is at the center of everything will be a safe place and a place without fear.  What do we 
think a place with God at the center of things would look like?  What would that look like at NWC?  How 
would that look in our small groups? 
 
 
 
4.  In the original Hebrew language, the word “glory” means weight/heavy.  When the presence of God is here, 
He is a “heavier/weightier” presence.  Or, put another way, he is “more here”.  What are some ways in which 
we can experience a “heavier/weightier” presence of God? 
 
 
 
5.  In the presence of God there is shalom (peace, wholeness).  What are some ways we can experience the 
peace and wholeness that comes from dwelling in God’s presence?
