Therefore pray the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His harvest." NKJV  

Jesus tells us in the gospels to go into all the world and make disciples of all nations. After Jesus' passion, the disciples were 

assembled in the upper room and were praying. As they were praying, the Father sent His Spirit upon them and baptized them with 

His holy fire. It was through this divine act that the church became mobilized to fulfill the Great Commission. In today's passage, we 

read where Jesus was looking upon the people that day, saw the weariness on their faces, and was moved with compassion for them. 

Even though that scripture was penned over two-thousand years ago, the compassion of Christ is still reaching out to the multitudes of 

people around the world who are weary and scattered. Jesus is saying to the church of today, "My tables are filled with partakers, but 

My fields are in need of laborers."  

If you are, it doesn't matter where life finds you today, you are still a servant of the Most High God, and you 

have a job that needs your time and attention. According to Paul's letter to the church at Corinth (and us), we all have a ministry. It's 

called the ministry of reconciliation.
