Mark 14:1-9

After two days it was the Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread. And the chief
priests and the scribes sought how they might take Him by wtrickery and put Him to
death. 2 But they said, “Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar of the people.”

The Anointing at Bethany
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3 And being in Bethany at the house of Simon the leper, as He sat at the table, a woman
came having an alabaster flask of very costly woil of spikenard. Then she broke the flask
and poured it on His head. 4 But there were some who were indignant among
themselves, and said, “Why was this fragrant oil wasted? ® For it might have been sold
for more than three hundred denarii and given to the poor.” And they criticizeds her
sharply.

6 But Jesus said, “Let her alone. Why do you trouble her? She has done a good work for
Me. ? For you have the poor with you always, and whenever you wish you may do them
good; but Me you do not have always. 8 She has done what she could. She has come
beforehand to anoint My body for burial. ® Assuredly, | say to you, wherever this gospel
is preached in the whole world, what this woman has done will also be told as a
memorial to her.”

Intro: We use the word Love very loosely in our time and culture. We say we love vanillaice
cream or chocolate cake, not understanding what love truly means. In today’s scripture we
see the demonstration of what love truly looks like.

While in the house of Simon the leper whose life was transformed by Jesus.

Mary: demonstrated her love for Jesus by:

- Her devotion. She took her very costly precious alabaster jar and poured the entire
content on Jesus from head to toe, not dwelling on what it cost her.

Note: The cost of this perfume was an entire year’s salary, think about that for a moment.

---Love does not measure its offering when it comes to the Lord.

1 Corinthians 13: 1-2 - Though | speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have
not love, | have become sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. 2 And though | have the
gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and though | have all
faith, so that | could remove mountains, but have not love, | am nothing.
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1 John 3:16-18 - 1 By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we
also ought to lay down our lives for the brethren. 7 But whoever has this world's goods,
and sees his brother in need, and shuts up his heart from him, how does the love of God
abide in him?

18 My little children, let us not love in word or in tongue, but in deed and in truth.

What Mary did:

- She gave her highest praise & worship

- She humbles herself to the lowest place

- She anointed Jesus from head to toe and filled the room with the fragrance of the
perfume

She was immediately criticized by the disciples, especially Judas

What a waste! He said — The contrast between Lovers of God — And those who don’t —Judas
had no love for Jesus.

Have we given our all? Is it really a waste of our time, effort, and finances to love Jesus?
As followers of Jesus we have to be head over heels in love with Him.

Sold out completely doing whatever it takes, cost to serve Him and get His job done.

The Lord’s reaction:

- Griefin His heart at the disciples
- Leave he alone — He said to them
- Why do you trouble her?

She has done a good job - How about us?

She had done what she could — How about us?

Mary got closer to the heart of Jesus and what his cross was about than the rest of the
them.



She was at his feet, loving, worshipping, and humbling herself. No one was taking this from
her.

She was anointing his body for burial and Jesus commended her for this act of love and
said that wherever the gospel is preached, her story would be told.

Conclusion:
To love Jesus and show it.
No gift consecrated to Jesus is wasted

The best gift is a broken heart, the perfume of repentance and faith is pleasant to the Lord.
