1. God declares that embracing homosexuality is to accept the deception that human beings 

can define what is morally acceptable and what is not. 

 

 

 

B. Homosexuality is Unnatural (vv. 26-27).  

 

1. God explains that homosexual desires go against His design for human beings and distort 

what He originally designed human beings to be.   

 

 

 

C. Homosexuality is Degrading (v. 26).  

 

1. God says that homosexual desire is a degrading passion with no honor, as opposed to 

marriage ordained by Him that should be honored by all.  

 

 

 

D. Homosexuality is Shameful (v. 27).  

 

1. God says that homosexual acts are indecent because they are wicked perversions of His 

truth, which His people must not tolerate or accept. 

 

 

 

E. Homosexuality is Illogical (v. 28).  

 

1. God declares that homosexuality is not a logical choice but an irrational passion that 

destroys the sinner’s mind and ultimately condemns their souls to hell.

I. Introduction: Moses was raising sheep in the desert when God 

appeared to commission him to lead Israel out of Egypt, but Moses 

was reluctant to follow God’s command.    

 

 

 

II. The Eternal Unchangeable Creator (Exodus 3:1-15). 

 

A. The Creator Appears Unexpectedly (vv. 1-6).  

 

1. God appeared to Moses after forty years in the wilderness in 

a burning bush, many years after he believed that God still 

wanted to use him.  

 

B. The Creator Takes Notice (vv. 7-9).  

 

1. God told Moses that He had heard the suffering of His 

people, and He was going to send Moses to them so that he 

would bring them out of Egypt.  

 

C. The Creator Commissions Moses (vv. 10-12).  

 

1. God commissioned Moses to got to pharaoh, but he argued 

with God because he didn’t believe he was qualified to lead 

Israel out of Egypt.  

 

D. The Creator Reveals Himself (vv. 13-15).  

 

1. Moses struggled with God’s command to go to pharaoh so 

he asked who is sending him, and God revealed that His 

name is Yahweh, the Everlasting God. 

 

 

 

III. Conclusion: God changed human history by revealing His covenant 

name to Israel as Yahweh, a name that showed His eternal power and 

self-existence.

III. Conclusion: God’s verdict on homosexuality is that it is a sin and that homosexuals must be 

called to repent of their sin so that they can be forgiven and cleansed. 

 

I. Introduction: God’s judgment against mankind is that those who abandon God as Creator 

are given over to all kinds of sins that destroy their lives, including homosexuality.

(Rom 1:27) What is the testimony of the New Testament about 

homosexuality? (Rom 1:24-32; 1 Cor 6:9-11; Gal 5:19-21) How is it an error? (v. 27) 

 

 

 

6. How is homosexuality illogical? (Rom 1:28) What does a “depraved mind” mean? How does this 

behavior lead to other wicked behaviors? (Rom 1:28-32)  

 

 

 

7. What do sinners know about homosexuality? (Rom 1:32) How do they support one another in their 

wickedness? (v. 32) What is God’s call to anyone living in sin? (1 Cor 6:9-11)   

 

 

 

8. What hope can we offer to homosexuals? How were the Corinthians guilty of these same sins? (1 Cor
