(We take it for granted
that there were 3 because of the 3 gifts given)

» Doesn’t mention their names
» Doesn’t say they rode on camels

» The lyrics to the songs says, “We three Kings.” But the Bible
doesn’t say they were kings (They came to see The KING)

» The Bible doesn’t say they found baby Jesus in a manger



WHO WERE THESE WISE MEN ?

» They were from Persia (Modern Day Iran)
» These wise men would have know Daniel
» Daniel was the chief Magi

» Daniel 2:48

» Then the king made Daniel a great man, and gave him
many great gifts, and made him ruler over the whole
province of Babylon, and chief of the governors over all

the wise men of Babylon.




DANIEL HAD A COPY OF THE SCROLLS IN BABYLON (TORAH)

» Daniel would have taught them about the coming Messiah
» They would have read about the Star

» Numbers 24:17 - | shall see him, but not now: | shall
behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of
Jacob, and a Scepter shall rise out of Israel

» Matthew 2:2 - Where is he that is born King of the Jews?
for we have seen his star in the east, and are come to
worship him.




As the Wise men studied the stars they saw and unusual
event taking shape in the constellation of Leo.

They knew the Messiah would come from the Tribe of

They began their journey following the Star and it took
them to Jerusalem and disappeared.

They asked, Where is he that is born King of the Jews?
(Matthew 2:2)...We have seen his star, we came to Worship!



KING HEROD

» Is troubled with all of Jerusalem. Mt. 2:3
» Gathered all the Chief Priests & Scribs (Jews). Mt. 2:4
» Demands to know where the Messiah should be born. My. 2:4

» In Bethlehem of Judea. Mt. 2:5, Micah 5:2

» Sends the Wisemen to Bethlehem-But THE WISE MEN WERE WISE

» The Star Appears again Mt. 2:9-10.

» They didn’t go to Bethlehem, they followed the Star!
