GENESIS 15:1-6
THE PROMISE PREVAILS OVER UNBELIEF

1. What does the shield of faith protect believers against? What other protections does the

Lord provide for the believer?

2. Have you tried to live life apart from faith? Can you pinpoint lies you were believing that
lead you down this path? What verses fed truth into your heart and mind?

3. Canyou identify if you have been living in circumstances where the promises of God have
not brought you comfort? Are you tempted to be angry at, bitter towards, or blame God?
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4. Romans 4, Galatians 3, and James 2 all pick up the theme that our righteousness is not based
on works but by faith in God. Abram has a huge pile of righteous works that could be the
grounds for his justification before God, but none of those are counted as that which is
deemed worthy. We can only but believe on the Lord Jesus Christ. We could do 100X more
good works and it wouldn’t change God’s position towards us. God reckoned Abram
righteous because he believed God. When you consider what makes you righteous before
God are you more prone to lean towards your works or faith in Jesus Christ?
