• Body is for the Lord
• Lord is for the body
• Not designed for immorality
• Designed for His purposes

    3. Bodily Resurrection
• Christ was raised bodily
• Believers will be raised
• Body has eternal significance
• Present actions carry future weight

    4. Union with Christ
• Body is a member of Christ
• Joined to the Lord as one spirit
• Joined means fully united
• Union shapes behavior

    5. Call to Purity
• Flee sexual immorality
• Do not negotiate with sin
• Sin seeks to dominate
• Kill sin at the source



    6. Cost and Ownership
• You are not your own
• Bought with a price
• Body is the Spirit’s temple
• Glorify God in body and spirit
