God’s discipline normally comes in the form of 
sorrow due to a loss that interrupts our plans. It is 
intended to turn our attention to the Lord in earnest 
prayer with a teachable heart. This morning, we’ll look at 
one man who humbly accepted God’s discipline 
(Gedaliah) and another who proudly resisted it (Ishmael).
