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Start Talking

Main Idea

This week, Pastor Drew taught us about God's love experienced and expressed. To express God's love to others, we 
must first experience His love ourselves. Everyone has a God-shaped hole in their heart, and we often try to fill it with 
everything other than Him. When we place God first in our lives, we can experience His love to the fullest; it is the only 
place we will find our value in life. When we experience God's love to the fullest, His love will overflow from our life 
into the lives of others. When we extend God's love to others, we discover our true purpose and make a difference in 
God's kingdom. 

Personalize It

1. Pastor Drew shared this quote, "We all have a God-shaped vacuum in our lives" - Pascal. Nothing 
and no one can fill that hole the same way God can. Are you trying to fill that hole with anyone 
or anything other than God?

2. Our life should be an overflow of the love we are experiencing from God. What can you do to 
experience more of the love God has for you so that His love overflows even more into the lives of 
others?

3. When we experience the fullness of God's love for ourselves, we are called to carry His love and 
actively share it. Are you carrying God's love and sharing God's love?

1. If you feel that you are not experiencing God's love to the fullest or you recognize you are putting 

an area or person in your life before God, identify and take a step this week to put Him first and 
experience more of His love.

2. We are called to carry and share the love of God. What is your next step to express God's love to 
someone this week?
