CALL TO WORSHIP 

Psalm 96   NLT 
1 Sing a new song to the LORD! Let the whole earth sing to the LORD!  
2 Sing to the LORD; praise his name. Each day proclaim the good news that he 
saves. 3 Publish his glorious deeds among the nations. Tell everyone about the 
amazing things he does. 4 Great is the LORD! He is most worthy of praise! He is to 
be feared above all gods. 5 The gods of other nations are mere idols, but the LORD 
made the heavens! 6 Honor and majesty surround him; strength and beauty fill 
his sanctuary. 7 O nations of the world, recognize the LORD; recognize that the 
LORD is glorious and strong. 8 Give to the LORD the glory he deserves! Bring your 
offering and come into his courts. 9 Worship the LORD in all his holy splendor. Let 
all the earth tremble before him. 10 Tell all the nations, “The LORD reigns!” The 
world stands firm and cannot be shaken. He will judge all peoples fairly. 11 Let the 
heavens be glad, and the earth rejoice! Let the sea and everything in it shout his 
praise! 12 Let the fields and their crops burst out with joy! Let the trees of the 
forest sing for joy 13 before the  LORD, for he is coming! 
He is coming to judge the earth. He will judge the world with justice, and the 
nations with his truth.

What are you connected to? 
 
1 Peter 2:4–5  NIV 
4 As you come to Him, the living Stone—rejected by humans but chosen by God 
and precious to him— 
5 you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house  to be a holy 
priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 



John 17:20–23   NIV 
20 “My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me 
through their message,  
21 that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. 
May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me.  
22 I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we are 
one— 
23 I in them and you in me—so that they may be brought to complete unity. 
Then the world will know that you sent me and have loved them even as you 
have loved me.

John 17:21  NIV 
21 that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. 
 
What's Jesus' purpose in calling us to oneness? 
 
John 13:35   NIV 
35 By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one 
another.” 
 
What are the challenges? 
 
1 Corinthians 1:10   NIV 
10 I appeal to you, brothers and sisters,  in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
that all of you agree with one another in what you say and that there be no 
divisions among you, but that you be perfectly united in mind and thought. 
 
Realizing oneness, today. 
 
Colossians 3:12–14   NIV 
12 Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves 
with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience.  



13 Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of you has a grievance 
against someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.  
14 And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in 
perfect unity. 
 
Acts 4:32   ESV 
32 Now the full number of those who believed were of one heart and soul, and 
no one said that any of the things that belonged to him was his own, but they 
had everything in common.
