26 But Jesus looked at them and said to them, “With men this is impossible, but 
with God all things are possible.” 
Mark 10:27  NLT 
27 Jesus looked at them intently and said, “Humanly speaking, it is impossible. But 
not with God. Everything is possible with God.” 
Luke 1:37  NKJV 
37  [an angel speaking with Mary] "For with God nothing will be impossible.” 
Luke 18:27  NKJV 
27  [Jesus] said, “The things which are impossible with men are possible with

MESSAGE 

 

Luke 9:23–25  ESV 
23 And he said to all, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and 
take up his cross daily and follow me.  
24 For whoever would save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my 
sake will save it.  
25 For what does it profit a man if he gains the whole world and loses or forfeits 
himself? 
 
4 Steps to be His disciple: 



1. "Choose" 
Luke 9:23  23... “If anyone would come after me... 
Joshua 24:15  NKJV 
15 And if it seems evil to you to serve the LORD, choose for yourselves this day 
whom you will serve, whether the gods which your fathers served that were on 
the other side of the River, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land you dwell. 
But as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.” 
 

2. "DENY" 
Luke 9:23  23... let him deny himself ... 
1 Peter 2:11  NIV 
11 Dear friends, I urge you, as foreigners and exiles, to abstain from sinful desires, 
which wage war against your soul. 
 
1 Peter 4:1–2  NIV 
4 Therefore, since Christ suffered in his body, arm yourselves also with the same 
attitude, because whoever suffers in the body is done with sin.  
2 As a result, they do not live the rest of their earthly lives for evil human desires, 
but rather for the will of God. 
 

3. "Sacrifice" 
Luke 9:23  23 ...and take up his cross daily ... 
Galatians 5:24  NIV  
24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and 
desires. 
Romans 12:1–2  NIV  12 Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of 

God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—

this is your true and proper worship.  

2 Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the 

renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will 

is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.

4. "Submit" 

Luke 9:23    23... and follow me. 

Luke 18:18–23  ESV 

18 And a ruler asked him, “Good Teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?”  

19 And Jesus said to him, “Why do you call me good? No one is good except God 

alone.  

20 You know the commandments: ‘Do not commit adultery, Do not murder, Do 

not steal, Do not bear false witness, Honor your father and mother.’ ”  

21 And he said, “All these I have kept from my youth.”  

22 When Jesus heard this, he said to him, “One thing you still lack. Sell all that you 

have and distribute to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; and come, 

follow me.”  

23 But when he heard these things, he became very sad, for he was extremely 

rich.
