Key Scriptures Passage Questions for Reflecting and Group Discussion 

 

Mark 6:34-44 

John 6:28-58 

 

Group Values: 

Authenticity – Be honest. As you 

share together, learn to build 

trust with one another.  

Accountability – Give permission 

for others to ask you questions 

about your life.  

Safety – NO gossip. However, if 

someone is in danger, putting 

someone in danger, or through 

their inaction causing a person 

to be in danger then it must be 

reported.  

Start talking. Find a conversation starter for your group.  

• Has someone ever told you that you needed a “Little Jesus?” 

What did they mean? 

• What about this message challenged you? What seemed to 

really hit home for you? 

Start thinking. Ask a question to get your group thinking.  

• Read Mark 6:34-44  

• What caused the disciples to only see what they did not 

have? What was Jesus’ motivation to feed the people? What 

do believe are your limitations that hold you back from doing 

the amazing for God? What would the amazing be for you? 

Start sharing. Choose a question to create openness. 

• Read John 6:28-58 

• Why are Jesus’ words so challenging for the people who 

heard him and for us today?  

• In your words, what does it mean to “eat Jesus flesh and 

drink His blood?”  

• Who is someone who need ALL of Jesus? How can you 

leverage you relationship, not as manipulation, but as a way 

to help them find Hope, Healing, and Wholeness.  

Start praying. Be bold and pray with power.  

Lord Jesus, Sometimes I cannot see you for who you are 

Start doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week. 

• Name one Friend that you would like to come to know Jesus.  

• Consider how you could love others by serving on the 

weekend or with a Local Mission Partner.
