2 Timothy 4:1

“I charge you in the presence of God 
and of Christ Jesus, who is to judge 
the living and the dead, and by his 
appearing and his kingdom:



• The Great White Throne Judgment - is 
when Jesus will judge unbelievers who won’t 
have their names in the Book of Life.

• Judgment Seat of Christ - Christians will 
receive degrees of reward for their works or 
service to God. 

• Judgment of the Nations, or Judgement of 
the Sheep and the Goats.   



2 preach the word; be ready 
in season and out of season; 
reprove, rebuke, and exhort, 
with complete patience and 
teaching.



Romans 10:14–15 
14How then will they call on him in whom 

they have not believed? And how are they to 
believe in him of whom they have never 
heard? And how are they to hear without 
someone preaching? 
15And how are they to preach unless they are 

sent? As it is written, “How beautiful are the 
feet of those who preach the good news!”



Reprove – Convict – Expose - conviction for wrongdoing, 
and to exposing things hidden by darkness (Intellect).

Rebuke - the action of verbally correcting someone 
(Conscience).

Exhort - παρακαλέω parakaleō, to call near, imploration, 
consolation, pray (Will).

Patience and teaching - διδαχή (didachē). Instruction, 
line by line. 



3 For the time is coming when people will 
not endure sound teaching, but having 
itching ears they will accumulate for 
themselves teachers to suit their own 
passions, 
4 and will turn away from listening to the 
truth and wander off into myths.



5 As for you, always be sober-minded, 
endure suffering, do the work of an 
evangelist, fulfill your ministry.



6For I am already being poured out as a drink 
offering, and the time of my departure has 
come. 
7 I have fought the good fight, I have finished the 
race, I have kept the faith. 
8Henceforth there is laid up for me the crown of 
righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous 
judge, will award to me on that day, and not only 
to me but also to all who have loved his 
appearing.
