
DOES GOD WANT ME WELL? 

1 Peter 2: 24 who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that 
we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes 
you were healed.  

Mark 5: 25 Now a certain woman had a flow of blood for twelve years, 26 and 
had suffered many things from many physicians. She had spent all that 
she had and was no better, but rather grew worse. 27 When she heard 
about Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched His 
garment. 28 For she said, “If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made 
well.” 29 Immediately the fountain of her blood was dried up, and she felt 
in her body that she was healed of the affliction


1. God’s will is His Word 

Matthew 8: 16 When evening had come, they brought to Him many who 
were demon-possessed. And He cast out the spirits with a word, and 
healed all who were sick, 17 that it might be fulfilled which was spoken 
by Isaiah the prophet, saying: 

“He Himself took our infirmities 
And bore our sicknesses.” 

James 5: 14 Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for the elders of 
the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the 
name of the Lord. 15 And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the 
Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be 
forgiven. 1 

2. Where does sickness and disease come from? 

Acts 10: 38 how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit 
and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were 
oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.  



Luke 13: 16 So ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, 
whom Satan has bound—think of it—for eighteen years, be loosed 
from this bond on the Sabbath?”17 And when He said these things, all 
His adversaries were put to shame; and all the multitude rejoiced for 
all the glorious things that were done by Him. 

3. We need to release our faith 

Mark 16: 15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to 
every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does 
not believe will be condemned.17 And these signs will follow those who believe: In 
My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18 they[b] will 
take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; 
they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”
