What are worldviews, peoples, or things you are tempted to “follow” over Jesus?
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3. Read 1 Corinthians 1:18-23
a.  Why does Paul say the message of the cross is “foolishness” in response to the issues of division that were occurring in the

Corinthian church?
b. Is there anything about truly following Jesus that causes you fear or anxiety?

4. Read 1 Corinthians 1:24-31
a. Based on this passage, what is Paul telling the Corinthian church they gain by following Jesus?

b.  What has God given you that the world could have never given you? Be specific.
