Lock Words

a, and, black, is, on, the, white, brown, said, see, stop, to, for, go, get, |, like, no

Parents, using a “tap, map, write, and read” routine is a great way to practice our lock words. Tap: Tap out
how many sounds are in the word. This can be done with fingers or fokens. Map: If the word has 3 sounds, draw 3
lines or sound boxes. Then have your child write the letters in the box that correspond with that sound. Write: Have
your child rewrite the word, making a list of all words practiced. Read: Have your child read the list of lock words
they just practiced. Talk about word meaning and ask if they can use the word in a sentencel

This process helps facilitate orthographic mapping. Orthographic mapping is the mental process of storing words in
long-term memory for instant retrievall
