and FACTS so that you can continue to support
your scholar at home. If there is a disparity, your
child’s planner should be the most accurate, as

we write what we actually accomplished in class.

STRESS TO YOUR SCHOLAR THE IMPORTANCE OF
WRITING ASSIGNMENTS IN THE PLANNER THEY ARE
GIFTED. This is the best communication tool
(scholar to self and supporting adults) we have.

Also, please be asking your child to see work
returned to them. Usually, work is returned on
Fridays. However, | do return some assignments
that may be valuable study tools for upcoming
tests as well as graded tests during the week so
that if a test needs to be revisited for mastery-
because the score is below 85-there is time to
review before retaking. We go through the
answers together as a way for all of us to review
concepts. | also write on the test the scheduled
date of the retest.

Speaking of writing notes on tests/quizzes,
remember for any tests (not Math, English, or
Latin) or quizzes with grades below 70, scholars
will be given an opportunity to fix answers and
return. Return by dates are written on the initial
copy and a clean copy is attached. DAILY
ASSIGNMENTS do not have the option to fix to be
regraded. Of course, feel free to have your
scholar fix any mistakes for their own benefit
because that is how we learn.

Headlthy scholars experience better academic
success! Please help your child make healthy
choices, like choosing healthy snacks (not
candy), washing hands, covering coughs, and
getting a proper night's sleep. Absences make
learning more difficult since much of our material
is presented orally.

I hope all of you are taking advantage of the
amazing opportunity that you have been gifted
through the Smart Families presentations. The
information is extremely valuable in
understanding the mental development of your
child.
