“The Other John 3:16” 
 

1 John 3:16, often called "The Other John 3:16”, defines 
love through action rather than emotion, stating: “We know 
what real love is because Jesus gave up his life for us. So we 
also ought to give up our lives for our brothers and sisters.” 
While John 3:16 focuses on God’s love in giving His Son,  
1 John 3:16 focuses on Christ’s love in sacrificing his life, 
commanding believers to emulate that sacrificial love for 
others.  
 

J.D. Walt’s comments are helpful here:  
 

“Helping people, which is a good thing, requires showing up. 
Loving people, which is a supernatural thing, necessitates 
growing up. Yes, this word “love” has been confused in our 
age. It has been confused in every age. Jesus brings 
crystallized clarity to its meaning.  
 

Most of us recognize the text of John 3:16 [NLT]: “For this is 
how God loved the world: He gave his one and only Son, so 
that everyone who believes in him will not perish but have 
eternal life.” It captures the first half of the gospel. Less 
familiar is the passage in 1 John 3:16 [NLT], which captures 
the essence of the second half of the gospel: “We know what 
real love is because Jesus gave up his life for us. So we also 
ought to give up our lives for our brothers and sisters.” 
 

The journey of awakening is the Spirit empowered, hard 
fought movement of John 3:16 to 1 John 3:16. Our calling 
is to press on beyond adolescent faith and grow up into the 
maturity of love, which is nothing less the fullness of Jesus 
Christ. When the people of God learn to live into 1 John 
3:16, the watching world will begin to believe in John 3:16. 
When one generation embraces the calling into the second 
half of the gospel, the next generation will risk the faith to 
trust the first half.”
