The Life Made Manifest: 1 John 1:2 
 

"This one who is life itself was revealed to us, and we have seen him. And 
now we testify and proclaim to you that he is the one who is eternal life. 
He was with the Father, and then he was revealed to us.“  
— 1 John 1:2 [NLT] 
 

In this verse, John reveals that Jesus Christ is the Eternal Life who 
existed with the Father before the world began. In the Incarnation, the 
Infinite God became finite and accessible, bridging the gap between 
Heaven and Earth so that we might know Him intimately. 

 “In the beginning the Word already existed. The Word was with 
God, and the Word was God.... So the Word became human and 
made his home among us.” — John 1:1, 14a [NLT] 

Our faith is not based on abstract ideas or "cleverly devised myths." John 
provides eyewitness testimony, emphasizing that he physically saw 
and touched the Word of Life. Christianity is grounded in the historical 
reality of a Savior who truly lived, died, and rose again. 

 “For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made 
known to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but 
we were eyewitnesses of his majesty.” — 2 Peter 1:16 [ESV] 

The Eternal Life was revealed to the apostles so that it could be 
proclaimed to us. This is more than a history lesson; it is a divine 
invitation. By hearing this testimony, we are invited to share in the 
same fellowship and life that the apostles enjoy with the Father. 

 “But these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the 
Christ, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in 
his name.” — John 20:31[ESV]
