27 “So God created human beings in his own image. In the 
image of God he created them; male and female he created 
them.” – Genesis 1:27 [NLT] 
 

Let’s consider 3 points regarding our Identity, our Worth and 
our Calling:  
 

1. Our Distinctive Identity: Designed to Reflect God 
Unlike any other part of creation, human beings were 
uniquely "stamped" with God’s image. While the universe 
declares His glory, only mankind was designed to mirror His 
nature through attributes like reason, creativity, and moral 
capacity. We are more like God than any other created being. 
 

2. Our Sacred Worth: Inherent Dignity and Value 
Because every person bears God’s image, human life 
possesses intrinsic value that is not based on race, ethnicity, 
or social standing. This truth establishes the sanctity of all 
human life and calls us to treat every neighbor with profound 
respect. Our worth comes from our Creator, not our own 
achievements. Genesis 9:6 [NLT] – 6 “If anyone takes a 
human life, that person’s life will also be taken by human 
hands. For God made human beings in his own image.”   
 

3. Our Divine Calling: Restored to Our Original Purpose 
Though sin marred and distorted this image, it was never 
fully destroyed. Through Jesus Christ—the perfect "image of 
the invisible God" – (Colossians 1:15) — we are being 
renewed and restored to live out our original purpose as 
God's representatives and stewards on earth.  
 

In Christ, we are being transformed back into the image we 
were always meant to bear.
