“Do Not Imitate Evil, But Good” 
 

"Beloved, do not imitate what is evil, but what is good. He who 
does good is of God, but he who does evil has not seen God." 
– (3 John 1:11) 
 
Who are you copying? We naturally mirror the people we 
follow, but imitation can be spiritually dangerous. Our 
lifestyle reveals our spiritual DNA and in 3 John, we see two 
clear and specific examples in Diotrephes and Gaius. So, we 
can learn that we need to: 
 
1. Discern Our Influence 
Choose who you copy. Reject Diotrephes, whose pride 
craved power (v. 9). Follow Gaius, whose humble faith 
earned respect (v. 2-3). 

 "Do not be conformed to this world..." - (Romans 12:2) 
 
2. Live Out Tangible Goodness 
True faith requires action. Diotrephes divided the church 
through selfishness (v. 10). Gaius used his home and 
resources to serve others (v. 5-6). 

 "...let us love... with actions and in truth." - (1 John 3:18) 
 
3. Manage Our Heart 
Our heart reveals our innermost being and our conduct 
proves our connection to Christ. Evil actions show a blind 
heart; active goodness proves we are "of God" (v. 11). 

 “Anyone who does not do what is right is not God’s child..."  
 - (1 John 3:10) 

 
Application: We need to reject prideful division and imitate 
Gaius this week through our own, humble and loving service 
to God and others.
