“The Case for the Resurrection” 
 

5  The angel said to the women, "Do not be afraid; for I know 
that you are looking for Jesus who has been crucified. 6  "He is 
not here, for He has risen, just as He said. Come, see the place 
where He was lying. – Matthew 28:5-6 [NLT] 
 

The Resurrection of Jesus Christ is not just a matter of faith, 
but a claim rooted in historical evidence. Scholars often point 
to three "minimal facts" supported by the New Testament: 
 

1. The Empty Tomb 
On the third day, the tomb was found empty by women 
followers (Matthew 28:1-10). Crucially, the early Jewish 
response was not to produce a body, but to claim the 
disciples stole it (Matthew 28:11-15). If the body were still 
there, the movement would have been silenced immediately. 
 

2. The Post-Death Appearances 
Jesus did not just "appear" in a vision; he had physical 
interactions. He ate with the disciples and invited them to 
touch his wounds (Luke 24:36-43). Paul records an early 
creed listing witnesses including Peter, James, the Twelve, 
and over 500 people at once, many of whom were still alive 
to be questioned at the time of his writing (1 Corinthians 
15:3-8). 
 

3. The Radical Transformation 
The disciples transformed from a group hiding in fear (Mark 
14:50) into bold witnesses who faced execution for their 
testimony (Acts 5:40-42). Skeptics like James (Jesus’ 
brother) and persecutors like Paul (formerly Saul) were also 
radically converted after claiming to see the risen Christ 
(Galatians 1:18-24). People may die for a lie they believe is 
true, but they do not die for a lie they know they fabricated.
