Last week we covered “Liberty” 

We hold these Truths to be self-evident, that all Men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with 

certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Happiness—-That to secure these 

Rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their just Powers from the Consent of the Governed, that 

whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these Ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish 

it,  

Like the swallow in flight, liberty is freedom to move about.   

Liberty is one of 3 listed unalienable rights given by God 

We referenced Isaiah 61 

• Isaiah 61: 1 The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me, Because the LORD has anointed me To bring good 

news to the afflicted; He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to captives And 

freedom to prisoners; 

We showed how Jesus uses this to show TRUE freedom – the freedom from within the heart 

 

But there is also an outward here we should not overlook and get too overspiritual about the world we live in. 

 

Let’s finish that thought -  

 

 

Remember – who was Isaiah writing to? – Kingdom of Judah  

• (Uzziah a king of Judah) 

• Isaiah 1:1 - The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz concerning Judah and Jerusalem 

 

 

Isaiah 49: 24 "Can the prey be taken from the mighty man, Or the captives of a tyrant be rescued?" 25 

Surely, thus says the LORD, "Even the captives of the mighty man will be taken away, And the prey of 



the tyrant will be rescued; For I will contend with the one who contends with you, And I will save your 

sons. 26 "I will feed your oppressors with their own flesh, And they will become drunk with their own 

blood as with sweet wine; And all flesh will know that I, the LORD, am your Savior And your Redeemer, 

the Mighty One of Jacob." 

Point;  Clearly, God desires a nation to serve Him and be free from Oppression SO THAT they can 

prosper and God gets the glory, as Isaiah 61:1 – 3 ending verse 3 says 

So they will be called oaks of righteousness, The planting of the LORD, that He may be glorified. 

 

 

And consider all the times God said He would break the yoke of various oppressing kings. 

 

We covered Life, then Liberty, now the Pursuit of Happiness 

What is the pursuit of happiness? 

 

Often ‘christians’ are so hyper spiritual about everything they forget to LIVE here 

• what are you going to DO for a living? 

• What skills/talents/gifts have you developed? 

• What can you bring to the body? 

 

Paul referring to speaking in tongues warns the church not to flaunt that and freak everyone out but 

rather seek to edify the body. 

1 Cor 14: 26 When you assemble, each one has a psalm, has a teaching, has a revelation, has a 

tongue, has an interpretation. Let all things be done for edification. 

So each one has something to bring to the table.  This is in context of speaking in tongues but service to 

one another reaches out MUCH further than this. 

Eph 4:28 He who steals must steal no longer; but rather he must labor, performing with his own 

hands what is good, so that he will have something to share with one who has need. 

What is good?  What is ‘something’? 

o Can you manage children? 

o Are you a socialite by nature; good with making strangers feel welcome? 

o Are you drawn to maintaining things that break? 

o Can you grow food?  God told the exiles from Judah  

Jeremiah 29:4  (remember, what do we remember out of Jeremiah 29?  29:11 I know the plans 

for you??)  

anyway…  

This is what the LORD of Hosts, the God of Israel, says to all the exiles who were carried away 

from Jerusalem to Babylon: 5“Build houses and settle down. Plant gardens and eat their 

produce. 6Take wives and have sons and daughters. Take wives for your sons and give your 

daughters in marriage, so that they too may have sons and daughters. Multiply there; do not 

decrease 

i.e. you’re going into captivity, so go and occupy 

 

So what is the pursuit of happiness?  Let’s start by asking What is happiness? 

modern - Happiness is that feeling that comes over you when you know life is good and you can’t help but smile. 

It’s the opposite of sadness. Happiness is a sense of well-being, joy, or contentment. When people are 

successful, or safe, or lucky, they feel happiness. 

 

Thomas Jefferson to Richard Henry Lee, May 8, 1825 

 informed Lee that "All [of the Declaration of Independence's] authority rests then on harmonizing sentiments of 

the day, whether expressed in conversation, in letters, printed essays or the elementary books of public right, as 

Aristotle, Cicero, Locke, Sidney, etc." 

 



If we focus on what these "elementary books of public right" tell us about "happiness," we quickly learn what 

Jefferson and our Founding Fathers had in mind.  A review of all these sources which informed Jefferson's notion 

of happiness--an amalgam of classical, ecclesiastical, republican, Enlightenment, and legal sources--easily show 

that the notion of happiness envisioned in our Declaration of Independence was one which incorporated the 

notion of virtue and the existence of a natural moral law, a natural law that revealed, through the natural light 

of reason, objective norms of right and wrong.  This was a natural law that participated in God's eternal law, the 

same God who created the natural order, and who had revealed himself in the fullness of time in Christ.

According to author Carli Conklin in The Pursuit of Happiness in the Founding Era: An Intellectual History, 

happiness in the 18th century meant “man’s ability to know the law of nature and … to choose to pursue a life of 

virtue or, in other words, a life lived in harmony with those natural law principles.”

The American republic was founded for a people who increasingly do not exist. It was founded to 

facilitate a dynamic culture — against the backdrop of war, the ultimate risk — to guarantee not safety 

and comfort but hope and possibility. 

 

Tyler Cowen’s book, The Complacent Class: The Self-Defeating Quest for the American Dream 

Americans are making deliberate decisions on a mass scale that collectively add up to a culture that is 

avoiding risk, seeking comfort, and clustering together in like-minded communities. 

 

So what does scripture say about happiness? 

Pr 29:18 ¶ Where there is no vision, the people are unrestrained, But happy is he who keeps the law. 

and there it is – doing God’s will is an unalienable right.   

 

Ec 3:22 I have seen that nothing is better than that man should be happy in his activities, for that is his lot. For 

who will bring him to see what will occur after him? 

 

Ec 7:3 Sorrow is better than laughter, For when a face is sad a heart may be happy. 

 

Ro 14:22 The faith which you have, have as your own conviction before God. Happy is he who does not 

condemn himself in what he approves. 

 

“happy” – mostly translated “blessed” as in  beatitudes 

Off – top, how many ‘beatitudes’ are there, and can you list them? 

 

So then what did the Framers intend when they said, ‘pursuit of’ happiness? 

 

James Rogers, Dept Head of Texas A&M, PolySci 

Arthur Schlesinger Sr. observed in an obscure book chapter that “pursuit” has a particular meaning at 

the time of the Declaration. While less employed today, this secondary meeting nonetheless remains in 

use when referring, for example, to the pursuit of medicine, or the pursuit of lawyering, etc. In this 

sense “pursuit” means occupation or practice. We might even think of it in the sense of vocation. 

 

So “the pursuit of happiness” means something like occupying one’s life with the activities that provide 

for overall wellbeing. This certainly includes a right to material things, but it goes beyond that to include 

humanity’s spiritual and moral condition. 

 

Does the bible offer any insight into pursuing a profession that isn’t going to CBC for $100k because God will 

provide the funding (which usually means dad sells assets to pay for it)?
