Day 5: Grace & Power

Day 6: Fire

Day 18: Discernment

Day 19: Working Of Miracles

Day 20: Family

Declare that your prayers will make an impact on your family members.

Pray that the Lord will use you to save someone this year. Decree and

. declare, “Lord, I thank you that you are going to use me to pray for some-
one's salvation. This year, I claim salvations — I will personally lead
someone to the Lord!” Romans 6:2
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
