⬆	John	13	His 	teaching	was	backwards	from	everything	everyone	else
taught.	Who's	going	to	be	the	greatest.	(All	the	disciples	wanted	to	go	up
but	Jesus	knew	that	the	way	up	was	down)	Only	the	lowest	person	in	the
house	would	wash	feet...	However	Jesus	stood	with	great	deliberation
washed	the	feet	of	his 	disciples

Jesus	exemplified	3	attitudes

1)	HE	HAD	NOTHING	TO	PROVE	*	He	knew	exactly	who	he	was	*	He	knew	He
was	sent	from	God	*	His 	identity	was	settled	(He	was	not	dependent	on
anyone's 	opinion	so	He	served
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2)	HE	HAD	NOTHING	TO	LOSE	*	He	knew	that	his 	security	came	from	God	*
His	only	goal	was	to	please	the	father	*	He	knew	that	he	was	valuable

3)	Lived	like	he	had	nothing	to	gain	*	There	was	nothing	they	had	that	he
didn't	already	*	He	was	secure	in	God	and	had	no	fear	because	He	was
God's

Do	not	say	"I'll	start	doing	when	everyone	else	starts 	doing	it"	Who	needs	to
start	the	revolution	?	Far	to	many	of	us	are	waiting	for	the	other	to	start!

Don't	say	"I'll	start	doing	it	when	I	have	more	time"	You	allow	time	for	what
matters	to	you

Be	prepared	for	reality.	No	one	can	push	back	against	the	pecking	order
with	out	the	chickens	who	are	higher	up	getting	upset	and	pecking	back!
