Distribution of the Candles:

The pastor lights a candle from the Christ candle; the ushers light their candles from the pastor.
The ushers light the candle of each worshipper nearest the aisle. To avoid dripping hot wax, do not
tip lighted candles. Penlight candles are available for children. When candles are lit before our
closing dialogue and singing of Silent Night, children turn on the penlight candles.
