Bible Recap: Matthew 10:1 September 17, 2023

Life Principle: Jesus Instructs Us To Share The Good News Of The Kingdom Of God (Vs. 5-15) While Staying Faithful When We Are
Inevitably Persecuted (Vs. 16-42.)

Matthew 10:5-6 (ESV) These twelve Jesus sent out, instructing them, “Go nowhere among the Gentiles and enter no town of the
Samaritans, ®but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.

Matthew 10:7-8a (ESV) And proclaim as you go, saying, ‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.’
8Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, cast out demons......

Mark 1:14-15 (ESV) *Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee, proclaiming the gospel of God, °and saying, “The
time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel.”

Revelation 1:5b—6 (ESV).....To him who loves us and has freed us from our sins by his blood
5and made us a kingdom, priests to his God and Father, to him be glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen.

Revelation 11:15, 18. (ESV) °Then the seventh angel blew his trumpet, and there were loud voices in heaven, saying, “The
kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ, and he shall reign forever and ever.”..... 18The
nations raged, but your wrath came, and the time for the dead to be judged, and for rewarding your servants, the prophets and
saints, and those who fear your name, both small and great, and for destroying the destroyers of the earth.”

Revelation 21:1-4 (ESV) 'Then | saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away, and
the sea was no more. 2And | saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride
adorned for her husband. 3And | heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man. He
will dwell with them, and they will be his people, and God himself will be with them as their God. “He will wipe away every tear
from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things
have passed away.”

Matthew 10:8b—10 (ESV) ..... You received without paying; give without pay. °Acquire no gold or silver or copper for your belts,
1ono bag for your journey, or two tunics or sandals or a staff, for the laborer deserves his food.

Luke 22:35-38 (ESV) 35And he said to them, “When | sent you out with no moneybag or knapsack or sandals, did you lack
anything?” They said, “Nothing.” 3¢ He said to them, “But now let the one who has a moneybag take it, and likewise a knapsack.
And let the one who has no sword sell his cloak and buy one. 37 For | tell you that this Scripture must be fulfilled in me: ‘And he
was numbered with the transgressors.” For what is written about me has its fulfillment.” 38 And they said, “Look, Lord, here are
two swords.” And he said to them, “It is enough.”

1 Timothy 5:17-18 (ESV) ’Let the elders who rule well be considered worthy of double honor, especially those who labor in
preaching and teaching. 8For the Scripture says, “You shall not muzzle an ox when it treads out the grain,” and, “The laborer
deserves his wages.”

Matthew 10:11-15 (ESV) ! And whatever town or village you enter, find out who is worthy in it and stay there until you depart.
12 As you enter the house, greet it. 13 And if the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it, but if it is not worthy, let your peace
return to you. *And if anyone will not receive you or listen to your words, shake off the dust from your feet when you leave that
house or town. 15 Truly, | say to you, it will be more bearable on the day of judgment for the land of Sodom and Gomorrah than
for that town.

Colossians 4:6 (ESV) SLet your speech always be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how you ought to answer
each person.

1 Peter 3:15-16 (ESV) *but in your hearts honor Christ the Lord as holy, always being prepared to make a defense to anyone
who asks you for a reason for the hope that is in you; yet do it with gentleness and respect, ¢ having a good conscience, so that,
when you are slandered, those who revile your good behavior in Christ may be put to shame.
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Luke 9:5 (ESV) 5And wherever they do not receive you, when you leave that town shake off the dust from your feet as a
testimony against them.”

Acts 13:50-51 (ESV) >°But the Jews incited the devout women of high standing and the leading men of the city, stirred up
persecution against Paul and Barnabas, and drove them out of their district. 5!But they shook off the dust from their feet against
them and went to Iconium.

Hebrews 2:3 (ESV) 3how shall we escape if we neglect such a great salvation? It was declared at first by the Lord, and it was
attested to us by those who heard,

Matthew 10:16-20 (ESV) 6 “Behold, | am sending you out as sheep in the midst of wolves, so be wise as serpents and innocent as
doves. 7 Beware of men, for they will deliver you over to courts and flog you in their synagogues, ' and you will be dragged
before governors and kings for my sake, to bear witness before them and the Gentiles. 1* When they deliver you over, do not be
anxious how you are to speak or what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given to you in that hour. 2For it is not you
who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you.

Philippians 1:12-13 (ESV) 21 want you to know, brothers, that what has happened to me has really served to advance the gospel,
1350 that it has become known throughout the whole imperial guard and to all the rest that my imprisonment is for Christ.

Matthew 10:21-25 (ESV) 2! Brother will deliver brother over to death, and the father his child, and children will rise against
parents and have them put to death, 22and you will be hated by all for my name’s sake. But the one who endures to the end will
be saved. 22 When they persecute you in one town, flee to the next, for truly, | say to you, you will not have gone through all the
towns of Israel before the Son of Man comes. 2% “A disciple is not above his teacher, nor a servant above his master. 2> It is
enough for the disciple to be like his teacher, and the servant like his master. If they have called the master of the house
Beelzebul, how much more will they malign those of his household.

2 Timothy 3:12 (ESV) *2Indeed, all who desire to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted,

Matthew 10:26-33 (ESV) 2¢“So have no fear of them, for nothing is covered that will not be revealed, or hidden that will not be
known. 2 What | tell you in the dark, say in the light, and what you hear whispered, proclaim on the housetops. 22 And do not fear
those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather fear him who can destroy both soul and body in hell. 2° Are not two
sparrows sold for a penny? And not one of them will fall to the ground apart from your Father. 3°But even the hairs of your head
are all numbered. 3! Fear not, therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows. 32So everyone who acknowledges me before
men, | also will acknowledge before my Father who is in heaven, 33 but whoever denies me before men, | also will deny before my
Father who is in heaven.

Matthew 10:34-39 (ESV) 3*“Do not think that | have come to bring peace to the earth. | have not come to bring peace, but a
sword. 3°For | have come to set a man against his father, and a daughter against her mother, and a daughter-in-law against her
mother-in-law. 3¢ And a person’s enemies will be those of his own household. 3? Whoever loves father or mother more than me is
not worthy of me, and whoever loves son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. 38 And whoever does not take his cross
and follow me is not worthy of me. 3° Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.

Matthew 16:26-27 (ESV) 25 For what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world and forfeits his soul? Or what shall a man give
in return for his soul? 2’ For the Son of Man is going to come with his angels in the glory of his Father, and then he will repay each
person according to what he has done.

Matthew 10:40-42 (ESV) 4% “Whoever receives you receives me, and whoever receives me receives him who sent me. #' The one
who receives a prophet because he is a prophet will receive a prophet’s reward, and the one who receives a righteous person
because he is a righteous person will receive a righteous person’s reward. “2 And whoever gives one of these little ones even a cup
of cold water because he is a disciple, truly, | say to you, he will by no means lose his reward.”
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
