1 Corinthians 12:1 (NIV) 
“Now about the gifts of the Spirit, brothers and sisters, I do not want you to be uninformed…” 
 

1 Corinthians 12:7 (NIV) 
“Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good.” 
 

“A spiritual gift is an ability that is empowered by the Holy Spirit and used to bless and equip other believers, to witness 
to unbelievers, to destroy the works of Satan and to highlight and give glory to the work and person of Jesus Christ.” 
 

1 Peter 4:10 (NKJV)

Ephesians 4:12 (NIV)

Joel 2:28-29 (ESV)

Matthew 10:7-8 (ESV)
