1. Nothing Matters More Than Knowing Christ

Philippians 3:7-9a (ESV)
“But whatever gain | had, | counted as loss for the sake of Christ. Indeed, | count everything as loss
because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake | have suffered the loss

of all things and count them as rubbish, in order that | may gain Christ and be found in him...”

Knowing: GREEK: gnosis - A first-hand experiential knowledge of Christ.

1 Corinthians 2:1-2 (ESV)
“And I, when | came to you, brothers, did not come proclaiming to you the testimony of God with lofty

speech or wisdom. For | decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ and him crucified.”

Galatians 6:14 (ESV)
“But far be it from me to boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by which the world has

been crucified to me, and | to the world.”



It’s All Grace

Philippians 3:9b-12 (ESV)

“...not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which comes through
faith in Christ, the righteousness from God that depends on faith— that | may know him and the
power of his resurrection, and may share his sufferings, becoming like him in his death, that by any

means possible | may attain the resurrection from the dead.

Not that I have already obtained this or am already perfect, but | press on to make it my own, because

Christ Jesus has made me his own.”

1 Corinthians 15:9-10a (ESV)
“For | am the least of the apostles, unworthy to be called an apostle, because | persecuted the church

of God. But by the grace of God | am what | am, and his grace toward me was not in vain.”

Eternity Is Home

Philippians 3:13-16 (ESV)

“Brothers, | do not consider that | have made it my own. But one thing | do: forgetting what lies
behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, | press on toward the goal for the prize of the
upward call of God in Christ Jesus. Let those of us who are mature think this way, and if in anything

you think otherwise, God will reveal that also to you. Only let us hold true to what we have attained.”

Philippians 3:17-21 (ESV)

“Brothers, join in imitating me, and keep your eyes on those who walk according to the example you
have in us. For many, of whom | have often told you and now tell you even with tears, walk as enemies
of the cross of Christ. Their end is destruction, their god is their belly, and they glory in their shame,
with minds set on earthly things. But our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we await a Savior, the
Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body to be like his glorious body, by the power that

enables him even to subject all things to himself.”

Lord: GREEK: kyrios (Coo Ri Os) the owner, the decision-maker



1 Corinthians 15:48-58 (ESV)

“As was the man of dust, so also are those who are of the dust, and as is the man of heaven, so also
are those who are of heaven. Just as we have borne the image of the man of dust, we shall also bear
the image of the man of heaven. | tell you this, brothers: flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of
God, nor does the perishable inherit the imperishable. Behold! I tell you a mystery. We shall not all
sleep, but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the
trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we shall be changed. For this
perishable body must put on the imperishable, and this mortal body must put on immortality. When
the perishable puts on the imperishable, and the mortal puts on immortality, then shall come to pass
the saying that is written. ‘Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, where is your victory? O death,
where is your sting?’ The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God,
who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, my beloved brothers, be steadfast,
immovable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, knowing that in the Lord your labor is not in

vain.”

Colossians 3:1-4 (ESV)

“If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at the
right hand of God. Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth. For you
have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ who is your life appears, then you

also will appear with him in glory.”

2 Corinthians 4:16-18 (ESV)

“So we do not lose heart. Though our outer self is wasting away, our inner self is being renewed day
by day. For this light momentary affliction is preparing for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all
comparison, as we look not to the things that are seen but to the things that are unseen. For the

things that are seen are transient, but the things that are unseen are eternal.”

2 Corinthians 5:4-6a (ESV)

Now to him who is able to do far more abundantly than all that we ask or think, according to the power at
work within us, to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, forever and ever.
