3. Colossians 1:16 says everything finds its 
purpose in God.  Why do you think starting with 
God, not yourself, is so important when it comes to 
discovering purpose?  

4. Read Proverbs 3:5-6.  What does it look like in 
practical terms to “acknowledge God in all your 
ways?”  

            SHARE IT 

1. Have you ever struggled to find your purpose?  What helped or hindered you?  

2. “Being successful in life is not the same as fulfilling your purpose.”  How have you 
seen this play out in your life or someone else’s?  

3. Think about this question from the message: “At the end of my life, I would like 
people to line up and thank me for…”  How would you complete that sentence?

1. What are some things that move your heart or stir passion in you?  Could those be 
hints at your God-given purpose?
