The Most exciting thing is that Pastor Kakish has helped the council
obtain official recognition by the Palestinian Authority. Evangelicals are
now recognized as a registered religion in the West Bank. They can
establish churches, open bank accounts, register property in the name of
the church! This was a miracle!




Bishop Tendero of the WEA (World Evangelical Alliance) helped by
visiting the authorities in order for them to grant us legal recognition.
In November of 2019, the Palestinian Authorities granted the
Evangelicals in Palestine legal recognition and all of their civil rights.
