Do not be deceived; neither the sexually immoral, nor 
idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor thieves, nor the greedy, nor 
those habitually drunk, nor verbal abusers, nor swindlers, will inherit the kingdom 
of God. Such were some of you; but you were washed, but you were sanctified, 
but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and in the Spirit of 
our God. 

 
(Ephesians 5:3-5) But sexual immorality or any impurity or greed must not even be 
mentioned among you, as is proper among saints; and there must be no filthiness or 
foolish talk, or vulgar joking, which are not fitting, but rather giving of thanks. For this 
you know with certainty, that no sexually immoral or impure or greedy person, 
which amounts to an idolater, has an inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God.
