Does God heal today? 

Matthew 8:14-17 When Jesus arrived at Peter’s house, Peter’s mother-in-law 
was sick in bed with a high fever.15 But when Jesus touched her hand, the fever 
left her. Then she got up and prepared a meal for him. 16 That evening many 
demon-possessed people were brought to Jesus. He cast out the evil spirits 
with a simple command, and he healed all the sick. 17 This fulfilled the word of 
the Lord through the prophet Isaiah, who said, “He took our sicknesses  and 
removed our diseases.” 

Jesus has authority to heal all sickness and injury. 

God heals in response to faith. 

James 5:14-15 Are any of you sick? You should call for the elders of the church 
to come and pray over you, anointing you with oil in the name of the 
Lord. 15 Such a prayer offered in faith will heal the sick, and the Lord will make 
you well.  

Matthew 10:1 Jesus called his twelve disciples together and gave them 
authority to cast out evil spirits and to heal every kind of disease and illness. 

God heals today through his people. 

Mark 16:17-18 These miraculous signs will accompany those who believe: They 
will cast out demons in my name, and they will speak in new languages. 18 They 
will be able to handle snakes with safety, and if they drink anything poisonous, it 
won’t hurt them. They will be able to place their hands on the sick, and they will 
be healed.” 

Jesus’ authority over sickness and disease points to his ultimate authority over 
death. 

1 Peter 2:24 He personally carried our sins in his body on the cross so that we 
can be dead to sin and live for what is right. By his wounds you are healed.  

Isaiah 53:5-6 But he was pierced for our rebellion, crushed for our sins. He was 
beaten so we could be whole. He was whipped so we could be healed. 6 All of us, 
like sheep, have strayed away. We have left God’s paths to follow our own. Yet 
the Lord laid on him the sins of us all. 

Big Idea: Act in faith to experience God’s healing, always rejoicing in the eternal 
healing of Jesus.
