May 7, 2023 — Fifth Sunday of Easter

Gold for Eastertide

All the hopes and expectations of Christians are realized in the resurrection of
Jesus Christ from the dead, making Easter the most celebrative day of the
church year. Because the good news of Easter can hardly be contained in a
single day’s celebration, Easter is only the first of fifty days of Eastertide— the
season leading up to Pentecost. This season is designed for extended
celebration, exploring the ramifications of Easter for the redemption of all
creation, and for joyful Christian living.



Call to Worship: Psalm 71
We read God'’s Word, the Bible, together. It reminds us of who God is and what He expects
from us.

Leader: O God, you are our hope, continually, and we will praise you yet more
and more. Our mouths will tell of your righteous acts, of your deeds of
salvation - for they are too many to be numbered. We are here today, because
of your mighty deeds. As we worship, we remind one another of your
righteousness. Yours alone.

People: | will praise you - for your faithfulness, O my God. My lips will
shout for joy. My tongue will talk of your righteous help all the day long.
My soul also, which you have redeemed.

Song of Ascent
The first song we sing together guides us as we "go up" or approach the presence of God to
worship Him. This song is meant to rouse us to worship and awaken our hearts.

Heal Us

Reading of the Law: Romans 12:1-3
While the law cannot justify us or make us righteous; it is a teacher given to lead us to Christ, the
fulfiller of the law.

| appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual
worship. Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the
renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern what is the will of God,
what is good and acceptable and perfect. For by the grace given to me | say
to everyone among you not to think of himself more highly than he ought to
think, but to think with sober judgment, each according to the measure of faith
that God has assigned.

Prayer of Adoration and Confession
We pray together, praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to
live up to what He expects of us (Confession).

Assurance of Pardon: Ephesians 2:8-10
We read God'’s Word together and are reminded that grace and mercy are freely given to all who
have faith in Jesus Christ.

For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own
doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast. For
we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God
prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.

Greeting
In Jesus, we have not only been reconciled to God, we have also been reconciled to one another.
Therefore, we greet one another as brothers and sisters.

1 Corinthians 4:1-6; 9:19-23; 15:9-11 (see insert)

Confession of Faith: The Apostles’ Creed
As an expression of our faith in Jesus Christ in solidarity with his people, we declare the
substance of what we believe.

We believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. We
believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by
the Holy Spirit, and born of the virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontus
Pilate, was crucified dead and buried; He descended into hell. The third
day He rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and is seated
at the right hand of God the Father Almighty. From there He will come to
judge the living and the dead. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy
catholic (universal) church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of
sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.

Sacrament of Communion

The ritual meal of Communion is a sign and seal of the grace we have in Jesus. That is, it
symbolizes the work Christ did for our salvation (sign) and communicates the grace and mercy
we have been given (seal) as a result of His death and resurrection.

Song of Response & Sending
We respond to the good news of God’s mercy and grace by singing again of His goodness and
greatness.

Proclamation of God's Word

A small portion of God'’s Word is explained to us and applied to our own lives.

1 This is how one should regard us, as servants of Christ and stewards of the
mysteries of God. 2 Moreover, it is required of stewards that they be found
faithful. 3 But with me it is a very small thing that | should be judged by you or
by any human court. In fact, | do not even judge myself. 4 For | am not aware
of anything against myself, but | am not thereby acquitted.

6 | have applied all these things to myself and
Apollos for your benefit, brothers, that you may learn by us not to go beyond
what is written, that none of you may be puffed up in favor of one against
another

19 For though I am free from all, | have made myself a servant to all, that | might
win more of them. 20 To the Jews | became as a Jew, in order to win Jews. To
those under the law | became as one under the law (though not being myself
under the law) that | might win those under the law. 21 To those outside the
law | became as one outside the law (not being outside the law of God but
under the law of Christ) that | might win those outside the law.
