December 31, 2023 — First Sunday of Christmas

Gold for Christmastide
Christmastide runs from Christmas Day until Epiphany Sunday. It is a
celebration of the birth and incarnation of Jesus Christ, the Son of God, true
God and true man. While many Christians recognize Christmas as a
celebration of Jesus' birth, the season is also a time to celebrate the
incarnation, that is, God becoming human in the person of Jesus. This season
is commonly referred to as the twelve days of Christmas.



Call to Worship: Isaiah 65:17-19, 24-25

We read God'’s Word, the Bible, together. It reminds us of who God is and what He expects
from us.

Leader: “For behold, | create new heavens and a new earth, and the former
things shall not be remembered or come into mind. But be glad and rejoice
forever in that which | create; for behold, | create Jerusalem to be a joy, and
her people to be a gladness.

People: | will rejoice in Jerusalem and be glad in my people; no more
shall be heard in it the sound of weeping and the cry of distress.

Leader: Before they call | will answer; while they are yet speaking | will hear.
The wolf and the lamb shall graze together; the lion shall eat straw like the ox,
and dust shall be the serpent’s food. They shall not hurt or destroy in all my
holy mountain,”

Song of Ascent
The first song we sing together guides us as we "go up" or approach the presence of God to
worship Him. This song is meant to rouse us to worship and awaken our hearts.

Reading of the Law: Mark 12:28-31

While the law cannot justify us or make us righteous; it is a teacher given to lead us to Christ, the
fulfiller of the law.

And one of the scribes came up and heard them disputing with one another,
and seeing that he answered them well, asked him, "Which commandment is
the most important of all?” Jesus answered, “"The most important is, ‘Hear, O
Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one. And you shall love the Lord your God
with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your
strength. The second is this: 'You shall love your neighbor as yourself! There
is no other commandment greater than these.”

Proclamation of God's Word

A small portion of God’s Word is explained to us and applied to our own lives.

21:1 Then | saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first
earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. 2 And | saw the holy city,
new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride
adorned for her husband. 3 And | heard a loud voice from the throne saying,
"Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man. He will dwell with them, and
they will be his people, and God himself will be with them as their God. 4 He
will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither
shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things
have passed away.” 5 And he who was seated on the throne said, “"Behold, |
am making all things new.” Also he said, “"Write this down, for these words are
trustworthy and true.”

22 And | saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the Lord God the Almighty
and the Lamb. 23 And the city has no need of sun or moon to shine onit, for
the glory of God gives it light, and its lamp is the Lamb. 24 By its light will the
nations walk, and the kings of the earth will bring their glory into it, 25 and its
gates will never be shut by day—and there will be no night there. 26 They will
bring into it the glory and the honor of the nations. 27 But nothing unclean will
ever enter it, nor anyone who does what is detestable or false, but only those
who are written in the Lamb’s book of life.

22:1 Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal,
flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb 2 through the middle of the
street of the city; also, on either side of the river, the tree of life with its twelve
kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit each month. The leaves of the tree were for the
healing of the nations. 3 No longer will there be anything accursed, but the
throne of God and of the Lamb will be in it, and his servants will worship him.
4 They will see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. 5 And night
will be no more. They will need no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be
their light, and they will reign forever and ever.
