May 19, 2024 — The Day of Pentecost

Season of the Cross: Red for Pentecost

Pentecost symbolizes a new beginning. It celebrates the unleashing of the
Holy Spirit on the world and the empowering of the church to reach the world
with the gospel. In celebrating Pentecost, the church celebrates the work of
the Spirit in renewing all of creation; professes its confidence and security in
knowing the Spirit's power is available for its mission; and grows in
awareness of the immensity of its calling to reach the world with the gospel.



Call to Worship: Isaiah 55:1-3, 6-7

We read God'’s Word, the Bible, together. It reminds us of who God is and what He expects
from us.

Leader: Come, everyone who thirsts, come to the waters; and he who has no
money, come, buy and eat! Come, buy wine and milk without money and
without price.

People: Why do you spend your money for that which is not bread, and
your labor for that which does not satisfy?

Leader: Listen diligently to me, and eat what is good, and delight yourselves
inrich food. Incline your ear, and come to me; hear, that your soul may live; and
I will make with you an everlasting covenant, my steadfast, sure love for David.

People: Seek the LORD while he may be found; call upon him while he is
near; let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his
thoughts; let him return to the LORD, that he may have compassion on
him, and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

Song of Ascent

31 Let all bitterness and
wrath and anger and clamor and slander be put away from you, along with all
malice. 32 Be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as
God in Christ forgave you.

11 More than that, we also
rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now
received reconciliation.

THE GOSPEL IN

Ephesians

The book of Ephesians is full of gospel from start to finish. In fact, there
may be no other book in all the Bible that packs in as much gospel per
square inch. The first half of the book is almost nothing but gospel
explanation, while the second half is almost entirely gospel application —
mind-boggling indicatives followed by grace-filled (and grace-motivated)

imperatives.

The good news of the first three chapters centers on the word “blessing,”
specifically all the blessings we have by virtue of union with Christ. We
were chosen in him. We were adopted in him. We have redemption in him.
We have our inheritance in him. And in Christ, God is bringing the entire
universe to its fulfillment. Paul goes on to explain that in Christ, God is
exercising his mighty power for us who believe. In him, we who were dead
in trespasses have been made alive. In him we have been created for good
works.

In him we who were far away have been brought near. In him, longtime
enemies can come together in peace. In him we are being built together into
a dwelling place for God. All of this is ours in Christ Jesus, which is why
Paul prays twice that we may know Christ more and more. In him, we find
a love that is wide and long and high and deep, a love that will surprise, and
a love that surpasses knowledge.

The glorious gospel in the first half of the book does not fade to the
background in the second half. Instead, we see that the good news of
chapters 1-3 makes possible, natural, and desirable the good commands of
chapters 4-6. Therefore, as God’s beloved ones, we put off falsehood,
unrighteous anger, stealing, unwholesome talk, and bitterness. We put on
truth-telling, righteous anger, hard work, edifying conversation, and
compassion. Out of love for Christ, wives submit to their husbands,
children honor their parents, and bondservants obey their masters.
Husbands lay down their lives for their wives, fathers instruct their
children in the Lord, and masters deal kindly with their servants. Taking
our stand on the love of Christ, we stand our ground against the Devil and
resist the schemes of the Evil One. In Christ we have become holy, and in
Christ we can grow in holiness. The message of Ephesians is that when we
embrace the love of Christ, we will also embrace the way of life that Christ
loves.
