ldolatry is the worship of idols. This does not just mean
the worship of images made out of stone, wood, or
precious metals. An idol is anything that is more
important to you than God almighty.

For many today self is their God. They worship
themselves. Their comfort, preference, and desire is
more important than God. Selfishness has been raised
to the height of idolatry today. 2Tim.3:1-2



2 TIMOTHY 8:1-2 xxuv

But know this, that in the last days [a]perilous times
will come: 2 For men will be lovers of themselves,
lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers,
disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,

3. For many it is money, fame and political power. If you are
willing to kill, maim, cheat, do anything, defile your conscience
and break the laws of God for any of these then you are an
idolater. You are suffering from the love of money and serving
mammon the God of money. 1Tim.6:10; Matt.6:24

4. If you have an image of Jesus Christ on a cross that you wear
around your neck or in a photograph in your home that you
kiss or bow to, you are practicing idolatry. Ex.20:3-5; Deut.4:15-19

8. Non-medical incisions and tattoos are a form of idolatry. Tattoos, tribal

marks and non-medical incisions are marks of dedication. It is a form
of worship.

a. To tattoo animals or angels or anything on your body is to dedicate your
body to whatever that thing represents. It is to offer your body in
worship to whatever that tattoo represents. Lev.19:28

b. Non-medical incisions to cure afflictions and oppressions by strange
spirits as is done by most Herbalist are covenant markings of ownership
to tribal deities and territorial demons. Your body is the temple of the
Holy Ghost and should not be dedicated to anything else. 1Cor.6:19-20

You shall not make any cuttings in
your flesh for the dead, nor tattoo any
marks on you: | am the Lord.

Witchcraft is the practice of witches including white and black
magic, sorcery, astrology, voodoo, use of potions, spells,
enchantments, and drugs. It includes all Satanic practices and
worship.

. To intimidate, manipulate and control others is also witchcraft.

. Witchcraft is playing God and therefore spiritual rebellion against

God. The sin of rebellion is as bad as witchcraft: 1Sam.15:23

In the old testament a witch is not permitted to live. Ex.22:18

1. Hatred is the opposite of love. It is an emotion of intense
dislike. It is evil feelings towards others. Hatred stirs up

quarrels: Prov.10:12
2. If you hate your brother, you are a murderer. 1Jn.3:15

3. If you hate others, you cannot truly love God. 1Jn.4:20

4. If you hate your brother, you are in darkness. 1Jn.2:9,11;

But avoid foolish disputes, genealogies,
contentions, and strivings about the law; for they
are unprofitable and useless.



Emulations

1. Emulation is the desire to copy others with a
competitive motive. It is a spirit of rivalry and a form of
jealousy. Emulation is jealous competition.

2. There is godly jealousy and worldly jealousy. 2Cor.11:2

3. Godly jealousy is protective but Worldly jealousy is
controlling and as cruel as the grave. S0S.8:6; Prov.27:4
