CONNECT QUESTIONS

1) Thinking about this week, what is something you are
thankful for or something you would like prayer for?

2) Last week, we talked about laying our lives down in
love for others. How did you do that this week?

3) Read the passages and reflect on the sermon from
Sunday. What stands out to you?

4) Each local church is like a lampstand that holds the
lamp of God’s presence in it’'s community. How have
you seen Christ’s light shine through Trinity over the
past year?
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5) Who are the people in your life that are “in

darkness”: those God wants you to shine His light on?

6) Jesus accuses the church in Ephesus of “forsaking
their first love,” (Rev 2:4). What competes with your
love of God? What distracts you from being His light?

7) How is God calling you to participate in His ministry:
to share His love, make disciples, and build up His
Church?

8) Close in prayer. Pray for Trinity and the Church
around the world: that we would faithfully reflect the
light of God’s love to our communities, and that God
would be glorified.
