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CONNECT QUESTIONS

Thinking about this week, what is something you
are thankful for or something you would like prayer
for?

Last week, we talked about our participation in
Jesus’ mission. How did you prioritize that this
week? What distractions did you encounter?

Read John 12:12-16. Have vyou ever had
expectations of God that didn’t match what He
actually did? How could you try to follow Jesus as
He truly is, not just as you want Him to be?

Read Luke 22:39-46. Is there something in your life
that you’re struggling to surrender to God? What
would it look like to pray “Your will be done”?

Read Luke 23:32-38. Is there any guilt, shame, or sin
you’re still carrying that Jesus has already paid for?
Is there someone you need to forgive?

Reflecting on these three passages, which is
speaking most to you? How is God calling you to
live like Jesus this week?

Take time to pray. Thank Jesus for His sacrifice. Ask
for help following Him. Pray for God to move as we
celebrate the resurrection on Easter Sunday.

Memory Passage

“Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive them,
for they don’t know what they are doing.””
— Luke 23:34a (NLT)
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John 12:12-16 (NIV)

2 The next day, the news that Jesus was on the way to
Jerusalem swept through the city. A large crowd of Passover
visitors **took palm branches and went down the road to
meet him. They shouted,

“Praise God!
Blessings on the one who comes in the name of the
Lorb! Hail to the King of Israel!”

14 Jesus found a young donkey and rode on it, fulfilling the
prophecy that said:

1>“pon’t be afraid, people of Jerusalem.
Look, your King is coming,
riding on a donkey’s colt.”

'® His disciples didn’t understand at the time that this was a
fulfillment of prophecy. But after Jesus entered into his
glory, they remembered what had happened and realized
that these things had been written about him.

Luke 23:32-38 (NIV)

2Two others, both criminals, were led out to be executed
with him. >* When they came to a place called The Skull, they
nailed him to the cross. And the criminals were also
crucified—one on his right and one on his left.

3 Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they don’t know
what they are doing.” And the soldiers gambled for his
clothes by throwing dice.

3> The crowd watched and the leaders scoffed. “He saved
others,” they said, “let him save himself if he is really God’s
Messiah, the Chosen One.” % The soldiers mocked him, too,
by offering him a drink of sour wine. 37They called out to
him, “If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!” %A sign
was fastened above him with these words: “This is the King
of the Jews.”
