IF - If You Ask

IF - is a conjunction that introduces a conditional statement, meaning "on the
condition that". It can also mean "whether," introduce a polite request, or be

used to suggest an imaginary situation
(1 John 5:14-15 nkjv)

e Confidence - A sense of trust or faith in a person or thing

e The condition to receive what we ask for according to his will, is having
the confidence that he hears you. It’s a knowing you are for sure he
hears you

e Areyou confident God hears you?

e Your confidence should come by trusting in his word. If he says it that
settles it.

e The eyes of the Lord are on the righteous and his ears are open to their
prayer (1 Peter 3:12 nlt)

e When the righteous cry out, God hears them (Psalms 34:15-22 nkjv)

e Ifyou’re not confident that God hears your prayers, maybe its because
your heart condemns you because you don’t obey him and do what
pleases him. (1 John 3:21-23 nkjv)

e David, known as a man after Gods own heart said if he hadn’t confessed
his sin, God would have not heard him his prayer (Psalms 66:16-20 nlt)

e When you ask, believe that you will receive and you will have what you

asked (Mark 11:22-25 nlt)



When you ask, ask in faith. Don’t be double minded because you won’t
receive anything from the Lord (James 1:5-8 nlt)

You won’t receive what you ask for if your motives are wrong

(James 4:1-3 nlt)

Jesus tells his disciples that he’s going away but the time will come
when they would talk to the father directly and if they use his name, they
will receive what they ask (John 16:22-28 nlt)

Theres only one name that gets you access to God. One name to use to
receive what you ask for. Because there is only one mediator between
God and man (1 Timothy 2:5 nkjv)

Jesus also teaches us that when we ask. We should be persistent in our
asking (Luke 18:1-8 nlt)

God will give you what you need if you keep knocking long enough
(Luke 11:5-8 nlt)

If an evil person knows how to give good gifts to his children. How much
will your heavenly father give good gift to those who ask him

(Matthew 7:7-11 nlt)
