Roles - the specific function, job, duty, or part you have in a situation, 

organization, relationship, or society, defining your expected behavior, 

responsibilities, and purpose. 

As a believer, there are many responsibilities or roles that we have, that play a 

major part in our belief. 

Your behavior should match what you believe and as a believer and follower of 

Jesus Christ. There are 4 role you must play in the world. 

1) Proclaiming the Gospel – sharing the message of Jesus Christ to others 

(Mark 16:14-20 nkjv) 

• When you receive the Holy Spirit, you’ll be telling people about 

Jesus (Acts 1:6-8 nlt) 

• As a believer in the world you show work at telling others the good 

news, as you fully carry out the ministry God has given you  

(2 Timothy 4:1-5 nlt) 

• We shouldn’t be unashamed of the Gospel (Romans 1:14-17 nlt) 

• The message of the cross is the power of God to those who are 

saved (1 Corinthians 1:18 nkjv) 

• How can anyone hear the message of Christ if there is no one to 

tell them (Romans 10:9-15 nlt) 

2) Ambassador of Christ– Living a life worthy of imitation 

 (2 Corinthians 5:19-21 nlt) 



• Ambassador – is an accredited diplomat sent by a country as its 

oLicial representative to a foreign country. a person who acts as a 

representative or promoter of a particular body or activity. 

• We are ambassadors of Christ. Our citizenship is in heaven 

(Philippians 3:20 nlt) 

• If we represent Christ, then we should imitate Christ  

(1 Corinthians 11:1 nkjv) 

3) The Light of the World – (John 8:12 nlt) 

• Let your light shine before men, that they may see your good 

works and glorify your Father in heaven (Matthew 5:14-16 nkjv) 

• Because we have the light from the Lord, we must live as people 

of light (Ephesians 5:1-14 nlt) 

• God called us out of darkness and into his marvelous light  

(1 Peter 2:9-10 nkjv)  

• How can light and darkness live together. We must separate 

ourselves (2 Corinthians 6:14-18 nlt) 

• Because we are children of the light. We should be on guard and 

clearheaded for the Lord’s return (1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 nlt) 

• Let your light shine bright in the crooked world  

(Philippians 2:12-15 nlt) 

4) Compassion – caring for the needy and loving one’s neighbor. Having a 

heart of compassion (Colossians 3:12-17 nlt) 

• If you only love those who love you back what kind of love is that. 

You must be compassionate just as your father is compassionate 

(Luke 6:27-36 nlt) 



• God comforts us in our troubles, so that we can comfort others 

when they are in trouble. (2 Corinthians 1:3-7 nlt) 

• When you serve the least of these, you’re actually serving Christ 

(Matthew 25:31-40 nlt) 

• As believers we should love God will all our heart, soul and mind 

and love our neighbor as ourselves, but who is our neighbor?  

(Luke 10:25-37 nlt) 

• We should live by the golden rule and treat others the way we
