
IF – If You Can? 

IF - is a conjunction that introduces a conditional statement, meaning "on the 

condition that". It can also mean "whether" introduce a polite request, or be 

used to suggest an imaginary situation 

(Mark 9:17- 27 nlt) 

• Put yourself in the fathers’ shoes… your son has been tormented with 

this spirit since a little boy. You don’t know if one day it’s going to kill 

him. 

• You know its spiritual and not mental. Medicine can’t heal him  

• He hears about Jesus preforming miracles and healing people and 

casting out evil spirits and sending his 12 disciples to do the same as 

him. so out of desperation you bring your son to Jesus but he’s nowhere 

to be found. Only 9 of his disciples. 

• You let his disciples try to cast out the spirit, but they failed. How would 

you feel? 

• When the man meets Jesus. He tells him what’s going on .  

• Jesus begins to investigate the situation concerning the boy 

• The man tells Jesus if he can help like if Jesus is limited or something 

• Jesus Tells him “Anything is possible if a person believes” 

• Believe - to accept something as true, genuine, or real 

• To the man. Bringing relief, healing and freedom to his son seem like an 

impossible situation. But all things are possible to those who believe 



• If you want to see the glory of God. The visible manifestation of God's 

presence, power, beauty, and greatness, as well as the honor and 

splendor attributed to Him. Then all you have to do is believe.  

• Believe for the impossible, believe for the miracle, believe for the glory 

of God 

• Mary and Martha were sad that their brother Lazarus had died, and they 

were question Jesus if he wasn’t there it wouldn’t had happen 

• If only they knew Jesus did hear about Lazarus sickness but refused to 

see him immediately instead delayed his return purposely  

(John 11:1-44 nlt) 

•  Are you limiting God because of your unbelief? 

• why can’t believe he can make a way and save us in our current 

situation if we can believe for salvation and be saved for eternally  

(John 3:16-18 nkjv) 

• I know it can feel that your family is lost and that its impossible for them 

to saved. But if you can believe you and your household will be said 

(Acts 16:29-34 nlt)

(John 20:24-29 nlt)
