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Hebrews 11:1
Now faith is the assurance of things hoped 
for, the conviction of things not seen. 
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He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact 
imprint of his nature, and he upholds the universe 
by the word of his power...” (Hebrews 1:3 ESV)

But exhort one another every day, as long as it is 
called “today,” that none of you may be hardened by 
the deceitfulness of sin. For we have come to share 
in Christ, if indeed we hold our original confidence
firm to the end. (Hebrews 3:13-14 ESV)
