The Lord then said to Noah, “Go into the ark, you and your whole family, because I have 
found you righteous in this generation.” 

2.	The Ark Was a wooden version of                        . 
Genesis 6:16 (ESV) 
Make a roof for the ark, and finish it to a cubit above, and set the door of the ark in its 
side. Make it with lower, second, and third decks.

John 14:6 (NIV) 
Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father 
except through me.

1.	“Trust the                        , Not the Weather Report.” 
Isaiah 40:8 (NIV) 
“The grass withers and the flowers fall, but the word of our God endures forever.”

2.	“Build the ark                         the rain comes.”
Hebrews 11:7 (NIV)  
By faith Noah, when warned about things not yet seen, in holy fear built an ark to save his 
family. By his faith he condemned the world and became heir of the righteousness that 
comes by faith. 

3.	“Live out the                              you live under.” 
Matthew 5:37 (NIV) 
Simply let your ‘Yes’ be ‘Yes,’ and your ‘No,’ ‘No’; anything beyond this comes from the evil 
one.
